The SML (Strasser, Marigaux, & Lemaire) is a rare and sought-after Paris made horn that rivals the fabled Selmer Balanced Action as a top grade pro instrument. SML was active from about 1934 to 1980 and only made a total of perhaps 25,000 saxophones in that time (the company is still making concert quality oboes and clarinets). Needless to say there are not many to go around! Grab this beauty while you have a chance! Gorgeous horn with a BIG resonant sound. All you smart Balanced Action and Chu fans will appreciate this approach -- you may even find your loyalties shifting ... I met a guy sitting in on a gig and we swapped horns on break -- at the end of the nite he wanted to swap his BA for my SML! 


All the delicious goodies you expect in a premium horn: Rolled tone holes, set-screws for articulated G# and fork Bb keys, also has set-screws to easily maintain the alignment of the FrontF/B/A/G keys. This horn has ~ Rippling ~ smooth action, tres de rigueur to its gorgeous silver plate and crème de la crème manufacture!.
