Regarding the Sax Pic you have by Richard Bartlett Lacquer Bb Tenor s/n 7642.
This is a cheap Czech Tenor imported under many names into the UK in the 50,s/60's by Selmer London,Dallas & Son and Boosey & Hawkes. There was also another Sax line Selmer London Imported and marketed at the same time  model called the 'Karl Meyer'.which was priced under the Penn models.

The original Selmer Penn had rolled tone holes and was modeled on the US A Conn and also Czech in  It was later replaced in the late 60's early seventies with the Yanagisawa which was maketed under ' Selmer Super Pennsylvania' .'
